A committee was
formed to prepare submissions and a checklist of flora and
fauna for the Gudgenby area to the south of Canberra
that was proposed as a National Park. In April 1979,
Gudgenby was declared a Nature Reserve and in 1984 was
officially proclaimed as Namadgi National Park.
